Parenial
prassure to achieve academically, the problems of & changing society and
peer pressure mean that young people are exposed to many difTiculies

fromm their early teens until adulthood.

In the past young people marred and started families earlier. Only a
minorily =udied a1 University or college while the nest were sble to find a
job without difficelty - even without any higher education. There were
miany thriving industries and many young men followed their fathes into
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the coalmines or the shipyards where they were certain of & job for life
MNowadays. especially in Seotland, Wales, Northern Ireland and the Nonh
of England, unemployment is high. Technological progress and economic
changes mean that there are far fewer ‘unskilled’ jobs and for people with
only o basic education, it is hard to find a stable job.

There is also an unemployment problem amongst people who have
graduated from university. Around one third of young peaple in England
and Wales, and almost half in Scotland go on 10 stedy ar University after
echool, Since so many people complete hipher education, there is fierce
competition for jobs. Moreover, changes in the higher education syshem
mean that most graduates owe many thousands ef pounds 1o student loans
companies and this is one of the reasons why young people stay al home
with their parents fir lorger than ever before.

The situation in the job market affects young people who are s1ill &
schoo] foo, Parenls know the difficulties of finding n job amd the problems
their children will face. They ofien emphasise the importance of
succeeding at sthool and at university and, consequantly, many youngsters
fecl remendous pressure to achieve good marks.

Changes in family life also affect young people. Children of the
previous generation almost alwiys lived in a traditional” family with both
parents and their brothers and sisters, Nowadays, divorce and TETTVATTI R
wre very commen and many young people have fo cope with the separaion
of their parcnts and readjusting to a new family. Some of the changes to the

family in Britain, however, are positive. Young people arc no longer forced
into marriage prematurely and girls have equal opportunities for educition
and for pursuing a carcer.

Young peopk: also face the problem of vther young people - their peer
group - encawraging them to cxperiment with cipanettes, alcohol, drups and
sex. In the UK wday there are many more teenage pregnancies than in
other parts of Europe. Young mothers ofien find themselves alone with-a
child and unable to further their education or o find & job because of the
demands of looking afler their child. Drugs are also a hig problem smong
young peaple in Dritain today. The use of sofl drugs, such as cannabis, has
been rising steadily in recent years, Although there are people wha claim
that this is mod & serious problem and who want o see o change in the law
to decriminalisz the use of soft drugs, there are associated problems. Some
youmgsters find themselves in trouble with the police of in debt. Moreover,
young penple who indulge in soft drogs are mose likely to be exposed 10 -
and encouraged to experiment with - hard drugs such as heroin, These hard
drugs are seriously sddictive and peéople quickly become dependent on
them. There are many young, people who are addicted to hard drugs and
who are unable 1o find money 10 feed thelr habit. This offen leads addicis
io crime and |5 & problem for secicty in general 'Peer pressure’ also leads
many young people 1o siar smoking. The number of voung penple who
=moke in Briain today is high despite povernment campaigns to
discourage it. For young pesple n Britain and all over the wordd, peer
pressure is ofien difficulr o resist as young people wanl Wy be accepied,
fiked and thought of a8 ‘cool.’

There are many problems to be faced by younpsters in the UK.
However, voung people benefit from some of the chanpes that have taken

- place in soclety. There are more opportunities for young people o travel,

work or study gbroad and many voung people spend a vear in another
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couniry after school or university, Parents 0 fien encourage their children to
travel in order to leam about different cultures. There are also many more
opportunities for young people to recéive a hipgher education, regardless of

Since the 6™ century Slavic iribes™ played an Important role in history,
Exch tribe lived by itsell with & leader called the prince (knjaz in Russian).
The main occupations of the Slavs were agriculture, cattle bresding™,
Bunting and fishing. Around AL 500, Slavs™ moved into the territory
incwh now as Buropean Russia. By A.D. 900 they formed the firsi
Slavomic state, known as Rus. The state was centered around Kiev, a
prosperous city locaed on the Dinisper river.

The state of Kiev lasicd about 30 years, It was destroved™ by
Mongols in the thirteenth century. The khans of the golden horde did
everything possible to promote political disintegration in Russia. By the
13" century the ancient Russian state had fallen apart into many small
priicipalities. S0 Ruszin weakened under tho yoke which losted
2410 vears.

To prevent the unification of Russia around the Moscow Principality
Khan Mamai of the Golden Horde attacked Muoseow in 1380, But the
Hussian people united and under the head of the Russian prince Dmitry
Donskoy defeated™ the enemy in the cruel battie on Kulikovo Ficld, Rut
the firal liberation of Hussia from the yvoke took place @ hundred yoars
later.

Primary and secondary education. People in Russia have the right
for education. At the age of seven, children in Russia enter o primary
{elememtary) school where they study four years. Imtermediate education
begins with grade five and continues through grade nine. There e
thousands of schools of different types in Russia. There are state schools of
peneml education, where pupils study Russian (or 8 native language),
Literature, Mathematics, History, Biclogy, Geography, Musle, Ars and
foreign languages. There arc also a number of specialzed schools, where
pupils can get deep knowledge of certain subjects — foreign languages,
Mathematics, Physics ete. Besides state schools (where education is free of
charge) there appeared latcly many privaie schools, lycsums, Eymnasiims,
collepes and special courses where tuition is paid by the parents. After Y
years of sehooling children can study for three years more and receive o
secondary school certificate or enter vocationaktechnical schoals.

Special secondary education. Russia's sysicm of special secondars
aducation Is well developed. There are more than two thousand special
secondary schools in Russia. They train skilled workers =uch &
technicians, nurses, primary school teechers, and other specialists, The
specialized secondary school programine lasts up to four venrs, and
graduaiis receive the cquivalent of o general secordary educotion a5 well
as specialized technical training. Vocational-technical schools offer one to
three-year programmes of fraining.

This heat would radiate back into
space ifnot for (he atnosphers, which relies on a delicate balance of heat-
trapping gases - including waier vapor, carbon dioxide, nitrous oxide, and
methane - 10 act 45 & natural "greenhouse” keeping in just the right amount
of the sun's energy 1o support life,

For the past 150 years, though, the almospheric concentrations of
these gases, particularly carbon dioxide, have been rising. As a resull, more
heat is being trapped than previously, which in fum is causing the global
tempearature 1o rise. Climate scicntists hive linked the increased levels of
heat-trapping gases in the stmosphere 1o human activities, In partioalar the
hurning of fossi! fuels {coal, oil, and natural gas for heating and electricity,
gasoline for transportation), deforestation, catile ranching. and  rice
farming.

As the Earth's climate is the result of extremely complex
interactions, scientists sfill cannot predict the exact impaci on the
carth's climate of these rising levels of heal-trepping pases over the
next century. The current best estimate is that if carbon dioxide
concentrations double over preindustrial levels, pccording io the
scientific possible scenarios, an atmospheric doubling of carbon
dipxide could occur as carly as 2050,

In 1995, scientists with the Intergovernmenial Panel on Climals
Change - the authoritative international body charged with studying
this fssue - reached a conclusion in the Second Assessment Repor.
which summarizes the current state of scientific knowledge on global
