Commonwealth, also called Commonwealth of Nations, formerly (1931-49) British

Commonwealth of Nations, a free association of s sovereign states comprising the United Kingdon

and a number of its former dependencies who have chosen to maintain ties of friendship ard
practical cooperation and who acknowledge the British monarch as symbolic head of their
association. In 1965 the Commonwealth Secretariat was established in London to organize ard
coordinate Commonwealth activities.

Historically, the Commonwealth was an evolutionary outgrowth of the British Empire. The
traditional British policy of allowing considerable self-government in its colonies led to the
existence by the 19th century of several dependent states that were populated to a significant degrc e
by Europeans accustomed to forms of parliamentary rule and that possessed large measures f
sovereignty. By 1931 they were recognized as having special status within the empire by the Statute
of Westminster, which referred specifically to a “British Commonwealth of Nations.” The rap:d
growth of nationalism in other parts of the empire from the 1920s produced a long series of grants
of independence, beginning with that to India in 1947, and required a redefinition of the
Commonwealth. In 1947 India and Pakistan became members of the Commonwealth, the first with
chiefly non-European populations. In 1948 Burma (Myanmar) became independent and rejected
membership. In 1949 India announced its intention to become a republic, which would have
required its withdrawal from the Commonwealth under the existing rules, but at a meeting of
Commonwealth heads of government in London in April 1949 it was agreed that India couxd
continue its membership if it accepted the British crown as only “the symbol of the free association”
of Commonwealth members. That declaration was the first to drop the adjective British, and
thereafter the official name of the organization became the Commonwealth of Nations, or simply
the Commonwealth. The Commonwealth membership grew dramatically in the second half of the
20th century as former dependencies attained sovereignty. Most of the dependent states granted
independence chose Commonwealth membership, and the organization has even grown to inclucde
Mozambique (joined 1995), which was the first country granted entry that was never part of tl 1
British Empire or under the control of any member.

Psychology, scientific discipline that studies mental states and processes and behaviour in
humans and other animals.

The discipline of psychology is broadly divisible into two parts: a large profession of
practitioners and a smaller but growing science of mind, brain, and social behaviour. The two have
distinctive goals, training, and practices, but some psychologists integrate the two. |

In Western culture, contributors to the development of psychology came from many aress,
beginning with philosophers such as Plato and Aristotle. Hippocrates philosophized about bas:c
human temperaments (e.g., choleric, sanguine, melancholic) and their associated traits. Informed by
the biology of his time, he speculated that physical qualities, such as yellow bile or too much blood,
might underlie differences in temperament (see also humour). Aristotle postulated the brain to be
the seat of the rational human mind, and in the 17th century René Descartes argued that the mird
gives people the capacities for thought and consciousness: the mind “decides” and the body carrics
out the decision—a dualistic mind-body split that modern psychological science is still working ‘0
overcome. Two figures who helped to found psychology as a formal discipline and science in tlie
19th century were Wilhelm Wundt in Germany and William James in the United States. James’s
The Principles of Psychology (1890) defined psychology as the science of mental life and provided
insightful discussions of topics and challenges that anticipated much of the field’s research agenda a

century later.




During the first half of the 20th century, however, behaviourism dominated most of
American academic psychology. In 1913 John B. Watson, one of the influential founders of
behaviourism, urged reliance on only objectively measurable actions and conditions, effectively
removing the study of consciousness from psychology. He argued that psychology as a science
must deal exclusively with directly observable behaviour in lower animals as well as humans,
emphasized the importance of rewarding only desired behaviours in child rearing, and drew cn
principles of learning through classical conditioning (based on studies with dogs by the Russian
physiologist Ivan Pavlov and thus known as Pavlovian conditioning). In the United States most
university psychology departments became devoted to turning psychology away from philosoply
and into a rigorous empirical science.
