Every year, it seems like more and more media outlets are ready to announce the end of the
traditional classroom — that desks and chalkboards will soon be discarded to make way for flipped
classes, digital workspaces and social learning. The truth is, the best educational technology doesn’t
replace the traditional classroom, but enhances it.
