With about 200,000 words in current usage, English is considered as the richest of the
world languages. Few other languages can match this word power. German has a vocabulary of
only 184,000 words, and French has fewer than 100,000. It is because English can borrow words
from outside. Atomic, Jeans, Khaki and Sputnik are just a few of the many words that came into
use during the 20th century. They were taken were adopted from Italian, Hindi, Greek and
Russian.

The process of borrowing words from other languages has been going on for more than
1000 years. When the Normans crossed over from France to conquer England in 1066, most of
the English people spoke old English or Anglo-Saxon - a language of about 30,000 words.
