What is the difference between UK, England, Great Britain (GB) and British Isles?

"England” is sometimes, wrongly, used in reference to the whole United Kingdom, the
entire island of Great Britain (or simply Britain), or indeed the British Isles. This is not only
incorrect but can cause offence to people from other parts of the UK.

England, Scotland, Wales refer to different parts of the UK. The British Isles include
many islands not even part of the UK.

England is a country in the UK and occupies most of the southern two thirds of Great
Britain. The total area of England is 130,410 sq km (50, 352 sq ml).

England contains about 84% of the UK population.

The capital of the UK is in England.

The capital, seat of government, and the largest city in the United Kingdom is London.

London is also the capital of England.

All of Great Britain has been ruled by the UK government in London since 1707. (In
1999 the first elections to the newly created Scottish Parliament and National Assembly for
Wales took place leaving England as the only part of the Great Britain with no devolved
assembly or parliament.)

Where is Scotland?

Scotland is in north-west Europe and is part of Great Britain, an island country and the
United Kingdom (UK) .Scotland is a mountainous country in the north of the island of Great
Britain and shares a land border to the south with England and is bounded by the North Sea on
the east and the Atlantic Ocean on the west. Its capital city is Edinburgh.

Scotland has some 790 islands - 130 inhabited.
Where is Wales?

Wales is in north-west Europe and is part of Great Britain, an island country and the
United Kingdom (UK) .

The name Wales comes from the Cymraeg word Gwalia, meaning in English
"Homeland". It later became Latinized as Walia, then by the Normans to something like
Wal~es....then Wales.

Wales (Cymru in Welsh) is a mountainous country on the western side of Great Britain.

Wales is bordered by England to the east, the Bristol Channel to the south, St George's
Channel in the west, and the Irish Sea to the north. Technically, Wales is a principality. This
means that it is ruled by a prince. Traditionally the Prince of Wales is the eldest son of the
English monarch.

Wales is one of the four parts of the United Kingdom (along with England, Scotland, and
Northern Ireland).

Wales has not been politically independent since 1282, when it was conquered by King
Edward I of England.

Until 1999, Wales was ruled directly from London; that year saw the first elections to the
National Assembly of Wales, which has limited domestic powers and cannot make law.



Wales does not issue its own currency and is not in control of any armed forces. These
are the powers of the national government of the UK.

The national game of Wales is Rugby
Where is Northern Ireland?

Northern Ireland lies in the northeast of the island of Ireland, covering 5,459 square miles
(14,139 km?), about a sixth of the island's total area.

Northern Ireland is the second most sparsely populated part of the UK after Scotland,
with 317 people per square mile (122 per square kilometre).

History of Northern Ireland.

In 1801 the whole of Ireland became part of the United Kingdom, with the adoption of
the name the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland.

After years of civil war, Ireland became a republic in 1921. At this time, Britain
negotiated with Ireland to keep the six counties in the north-east of Ireland. These six counties
now make up what is known as Northern Ireland. The southern part of the island is the Republic
of Ireland, or Eire.

The Union Flag, popularly known as the Union Jack, is the national flag of the United
Kingdom. It is the British flag. It is called the Union Flag because it symbolizes the
administrative union of the countries of the United Kingdom.

In 1194 A.D., Richard I of England introduced the Cross of St. George, a red cross on a
white ground, as the National Flag of England.

St George is the patron saint of England. St. George's Day is on 23 April. It is England’s national
day.

Who was the real St George and what did he do to become England's patron saint?

St George was a brave Roman soldier who protested against the Romans' torture of
Christians and died for his beliefs. The popularity of St George in England stems from the time
of the early Crusades when it is said that the Normans saw him in a vision and were victorious.
How does England celebrate St George's Day?

By tradition, 23 April is the day for a red rose in the button hole, the national flower.
However, unlike other countries, England does not celebrate it like Americans celebrate 4 July
with fireworks. In fact, you are more likely to see big St. Patrick parades in England celebrating



Ireland's National Day, more than you would see any sign of St. Georges Day being celebrated.
For most people in England St George's Day is just another ordinary working day.

The United States of America is the fourth largest country in the world (after Russia,
Canada, and China). It occupies the southern part of North America and stretches from the
Pacific to the Atlantic Ocean. It also includes Alaska in the north and Hawaii in the Pacific
Ocean. The total area of the country is about nine and a half million square kilometres. The
USA borders on Canada in the north and on Mexico in the south. It also has a seaboarder with
Russia.

The USA is made up of 50 states and the District of Columbia where the capital of the
country, Washington, is situated. The population of the country is about 250 million.

If we look at the map of the USA, we can see lowlands and mountains. The highest
mountains are the Rocky Mountains, the Cordillera, and the Sierra Nevada. The highest peak
is Mount McKinley, which is located in Alaska.

America's largest rivers are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Rio Grande, and the
Columbia. The Great Lakes on the border with Canada are the largest and deepest in the
USA.



The climate of the country varies greatly. The coldest regions are in the north. The climate
of Alaska is arctic. The climate of the central part of the country is continental. The south has
subtropical climate. Hot winds blowing from the Gulf of Mexico often bring typhoons. The
climate along the Pacific coast is much warmer than that of the Atlantic coast.

The USA is a highly developed industrial country. It is the leading producer of copper and
oil and the worlds second producer of iron ore and coal. On the industrial enterprises of the
country they produce aircrafts, cars, textiles, radio and television sets, weapon, furniture, and
paper.

Though mainly European and African in origin, the Americans are made up from nearly
all races and nations, including the Chinese and the native Americans — Indians.

The largest cities are New York, Los Angeles, Chicago, Philadelphia, Detroit, San
Francisco, and others.

The United States is a federal republic consisting of 50 states, each of which has its own
government. The seat of the central (federal) government is Washington, D. C. According to
the Constitution of the USA, the powers of the government are divided into 3 branches: the
executive, headed by the President, the legislative, exercised by the Congress, and the
juridical. The Congress consists of the Senate and the House of Representatives. There are
two main political parties in the USA: the Republican and the Democratic.

Nowadays it's almost impossible to imagine our life without books. Perhaps, there are
more books on our planet than men alive.

Long before the invention of printing people valued books as treasure troves of the human
knowledge and experience. Hand — written manuscripts took months of writing and were
collected by and kept in monasteries with utmost care. We can distinguish books between
three classes of them.

Firstly, books on different branches of knowledge, works by brilliant minds of mankind.
Secondly, textbooks, reference books and numerous dictionaries. And at last, books of all
kinds and genres to read at leisure.

Classics should be taken a little at a time. One's understanding of books by Tolstoy and
Dostoyevsky, Mopassan and Balzak depends on one's age and experience.

Serious books are to be read conscientiously and maybe more than once. To a thinking
reader they will provide new food for thought every time he rereads it. Many people indulge
in reading science fiction, fantasy or detective stories. Of course, there are some advantages
and disadvantages of this kind of literature, often reffered to as «easy reading».

As for me, good science fiction and fantasy develop imagination, logical thinking, broader
one's outlook.

The same could be said in favour of detective stories. They reveal such minute details of
everyday life in this or that particular country that are of greatest interest for a curious reader.
The masterpieces of this genre by Sir ArthurConan Doyle, Agatha Christie and others, show
the depths of psychological analysis, the insight into the human nature.

As an old saying goes, man cannot live on bread alone. Books are the source of knowledge
and the means of self — perfection. Sometimes it is difficult to solve some problems in life. |
think that books can help us.

What is the difference between UK, England, Great Britain (GB) and British Isles?

"England™ is sometimes, wrongly, used in reference to the whole United Kingdom, the
entire island of Great Britain (or simply Britain), or indeed the British Isles. This is not only
incorrect but can cause offence to people from other parts of the UK.

England, Scotland, Wales refer to different parts of the UK. The British Isles include
many islands not even part of the UK.

England is a country in the UK and occupies most of the southern two thirds of Great
Britain. The total area of England is 130,410 sq km (50, 352 sg ml).

England contains about 84% of the UK population.

The capital of the UK is in England.



The capital, seat of government, and the largest city in the United Kingdom is London.
London is also the capital of England.

All of Great Britain has been ruled by the UK government in London since 1707. (In
1999 the first elections to the newly created Scottish Parliament and National Assembly for
Wales took place leaving England as the only part of the Great Britain with no devolved
assembly or parliament.)

The English language comes from England. As its name suggest, the English language,
today spoken by hundreds of millions of people around the world, originated as the language
from England, where it remains the principal tongue today. English is the official language of the
UK and the first language of the vast majority of the population. Both Wales and Scotland have
their own languages but English is spoken in both countries more.

The British Royal family live in England

Most of the world assumes that British people are "English" unless specified otherwise.
This of course is wrong. British people can be Scottish, Welsh, Irish (living in Northern Ireland)
or English. The Scots and the Welsh are proud of their separate identities and tend to be more
forward about referring to themselves as Scottish or Welsh.

Scotland is in north-west Europe and is part of Great Britain, an island country and the
United Kingdom (UK) .Scotland is a mountainous country in the north of the island of Great
Britain and shares a land border to the south with England and is bounded by the North Sea on
the east and the Atlantic Ocean on the west. Its capital city is Edinburgh.

Scotland has some 790 islands - 130 inhabited.

Scotland is Famous for.... Its fresh water lochs (lakes) — there are over 600 square miles
of them. One of the most famous is Loch Ness where a mysterious monster is said to lurk in the
depths of the water.

It is also famous for its clans, kilts, medieval castles, as well as poetry and songs of Robert

Edinburgh — the capital
of Scotland, like Rome, was built on seven hills.

Wales is in north-west Europe and is part of Great Britain, an island country and the
United Kingdom (UK) .

The name Wales comes from the Cymraeg word Gwalia, meaning in English
"Homeland". It later became Latinized as Walia, then by the Normans to something like
Wal~es....then Wales.

Wales (Cymru in Welsh) is a mountainous country on the western side of Great Britain.



Wales is bordered by England to the east, the Bristol Channel to the south, St George's
Channel in the west, and the Irish Sea to the north. Technically, Wales is a principality. This
means that it is ruled by a prince. Traditionally the Prince of Wales is the eldest son of the
English monarch.

Wales is one of the four parts of the United Kingdom (along with England, Scotland, and
Northern Ireland).

Wales has not been politically independent since 1282, when it was conquered by King
Edward | of England.

Until 1999, Wales was ruled directly from London; that year saw the first elections to the
National Assembly of Wales, which has limited domestic powers and cannot make law.

Wales does not issue its own currency and is not in control of any armed forces. These
are the powers of the national government of the UK.

The national game of Wales is Rugby
Famous Welsh people

Wales is known for its great actors - Richard Burton, and today Sir Anthony Hopkins and
Catherine Zeta Jones. It is also known for its Celtic traditions and the Red Dragon (Y Ddraig
Goch) on its flag.

Economy

Coal, copper, iron, lead, and gold have been mined in Wales, and slate has been quarried.

Much of Wales, due to poor soil, is unsuitable for crop-growing, and so livestock farming
has traditionally been the focus of agriculture.

The Welsh landscape, protected by three National Parks, and the unique Welsh culture
bring in tourism, which is especially vital for rural areas.

Traditional Welsh Food

Welsh food is usually made from local ingredients.

Some traditional dishes include laverbread (made from seaweed), bara brith (fruit cake), cawl
cennin (leek stew), Welsh cakes, Welsh Rarebit, and Welsh lamb. A type of shellfish, cockles, is
often served with breakfast.

Facts about Northern Ireland

Where is Northern Ireland?

Northern Ireland lies in the northeast of the island of Ireland, covering 5,459 square miles
(14,139 km?), about a sixth of the island's total area.

Northern Ireland is the second most sparsely populated part of the UK after Scotland,
with 317 people per square mile (122 per square kilometre).

History of Northern Ireland.

In 1801 the whole of Ireland became part of the United Kingdom, with the adoption of
the name the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland.

After years of civil war, Ireland became a republic in 1921. At this time, Britain
negotiated with Ireland to keep the six counties in the north-east of Ireland. These six counties
now make up what is known as Northern Ireland. The southern part of the island is the Republic
of Ireland, or Eire.

The Giant's Causeway, situated on the North East coast of Northern Ireland, is an area of
about 40,000 interlocking basalt columns, the result of an ancient volcanic eruption. Most of the
basalt columns are hexagonal in shape.

Famous Irish breweries include Guinness, Smithwicks (Kilkenny), and Harp Lager.
Government

The Northern Ireland Assembly was established as part of the Belfast Agreement (also
known as the Good Friday Agreement). The Assembly debates and makes laws, and scrutinizes
and makes decisions on the work of the Northern Ireland government departments.

Devolution to the Northern Ireland Assembly and Executive was suspended in October
2002 and restored on 8 May 2007

The most famous American higher educational institutions' that were already in operation during
the early period came into, being through the religious zeal and philanthropy of their founders.
Higher education began in the United States long time ago, when the Puritan leaders of the
settlement called the Massachusetts Bay Colony founded in 1636 Harvard College
(Massachusetts). Established by John Harvard, English clergyman, this college was' to turn into
the most famous of the American Universities.

The College of William and Mary (Virginia, 1693) was the second institution of higher
education founded in the Colonies. In 1701 Connecticut Puritans established Yale College
(Connecticut).

All these Colonial colleges which were gradually turned into Universities with classical
education established a balance between the Humanities and Science. Their aim was to train men
for service in church and civil state.

By the 1770s several more colleges had been opened: University of Pennsylvania (Pennsylvania,
1740), Princeton University (New Jersey, 1746), Washington and Lee University (Virginia,
1749), Columbia University (New York, 1754), Brown University (Rhode Island, 1764), Rutgers
College (New Jersey, 1766), Dartmouth College (New Hampshire, 1769).

Though the colleges in the first half of the 19th century were numerous and widely scattered
over the settled area, their enrollments were comparatively small. Since 1870s the colleges have
developed enormously. Their resources have multiplied, the number of their students has
increased by leaps and bounds, the program of studies has broadened and deepened, the
standards have been raised, and the efficiency of the instruction has greatly increased. Rigidly
prescribed courses of study have given way to elective courses.

In the course of time, when research centers and experiment stations were attached to the
Universities, these institutions turned into the strongholds of science and higher education. They
developed a unique, typically American structure unlike any other existing University system in
the world.

It was in 1666 that Christopher Wren was appointed surveyor-general and principal
architect for rebuilding the City of London after the Great Fire, and in 1667 he became surveyor-
general of the Royal Works at the age of thirty-five. Mr. Wren had already achieved European
fame as an astronomer and mathematician. For some years he had dabbled in architecture, and in
1662 had designed the Sheldonian Theatre, a building more remarkable for its constructional and
acoustical properties than for its architectural attraction.

Both Evelyn and Wren had hurriedly produced plans for the rebuilding of the City after the
Fire, and presented them to the king within a few days of the calamity. Unfortunately the anxiety
of private owners to retain their original sites brought these schemes to nothing and a great
opportunity was lost.

For the next 38 years Wren was kept busy rebuilding the city churches, of which fifty-three
are attributed to him, and with St. Paul’s Cathedral. The cathedral is second in size only to St.
Peter’s in Rome. Between the two west towers rises the famous dome. It is 365 feet high and
beneath it is the celebrated “Whispering Gallery”. The crypt extends beneath the entire length of
the church and is said to be the largest in Europe. Christopher Wren is buried there. His
tombstone bears a Latin inscription, «Lector, si monumentum requires” (Reader, if you seek his
monument, look around you).

Wren was fortunate in his choice of craftsmen. Grinling Gibbons, who worked on St. Paul’s,
became a household name. Jean Tijou, the smith employed at St. Paul’s and Hampton Court, set
a standard for English ironwork for many years, and Wren’s masons were almost equally
accomplished. Sir James Thornhill, the painter, who worked for Wren at St. Paul’s, Greenwich
and elsewhere, was outstanding as a painter.

Of other buildings designed by Wren, the best known are Hampton Court Palace, Chelsea and
Greenwich Hospitals.

During Wren’s lifetime classical design became firmly established, and was adopted almost
everywhere, not only by architects but also by working masons and carpenters, whose skill
became well known even on the continent.
