Abstract.

Mathematics is fundamental for many professions, especially science, technology, and engineering.
Yet, mathematics is often perceived as difficult and many students leave disciplines in science,
technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) as a result, closing doors to scientific,
engineering, and technological careers. In this editorial, we argue that how mathematics is
traditionally viewed as “given” or “fixed” for students’ expected acquisition alienates many students
and needs to be problematized. We propose an alternative approach to changes in mathematics
education and show how the alternative also applies to STEM education.

With a market value of $961 billion, Apple has been recognized as the best performing company in
the world by market value for 2019, according to CEOWORLD magazine, while Microsoft ($946)
and Amazon ($916 billion) placed second and third, respectively.
